The present writ application has been filed for quashing the
order bearing memo no. 76 dated 28.01.2023 issued under the signature of
the Assistant Inspector General, the Prohibition Excise & Registration
Department, Bihar, whereunder purportedly in terms of Section 23 of the
Societies Registration Act, 1860, the registration of the petitioner
association namely, the Bihar Administrative Service Association, has
been cancelled, with an additional direction to cease its activities, and
with a direction to the District Magistrate, Patna to take over the assets of
the association within 15 days, and for quashing the initiation of the
proceedings through letter no. 1134 dated 10.12.2022 issued under the
signature of the Assistant Inspector General, the Prohibition Excise &
Registration Department, Bihar, whereunder a show cause notice has been
issued against the petitioner association for cancelling its registration, and
commanding the respondent District Magistrate, Patna to not proceed with
taking over the assets of the association within 15 days after preparation
of the inventory of the assets as directed by order bearing memo no. 76
dated 28.01.2023.

The notice and impugned order are in violation of the Rules
2018. The pre-requisite condition under Rules 15 & 16 is that before
issuance of show cause notice, an enquiry or investigation has to be

carried out by the Inspector General or any other officer so authorized.



Undisputedly, in the present case, the Inspector General has carried out no
enquiry whatsoever either himself or through any other officer. Thus,
there is no satisfaction recorded at the level of the officer before thé
issuance of the show cause notice.

In terms of Rule 16 also, the Inspector General has to record
reason for satisfaction that there is a prima facie case against the society
for its cancellation. Here, there is no such record of any reason or
satisfaction that a prima facie case has been made out against the
petitioner association. Thus, the entire action is vitiated on account of
non-compliance with the mandate prescribed under the Rules. It is a well-
settled principle that where the manner of doing a particular act is
prescribed under statute, the act must be done in that manner or not at all.
Here, the Inspector General without following the rules and on the
dictates imposed by him on his sub-ordinate has compelled the passing of
the order against the petitioner association for cancellation of its license.

The order is also bad in law as it has been passed by the
Assistant Inspector General who is not the competent authority under
Rules 14 & 15 of the Rules 2018. As per Rules 14 & 15, the Inspector
General is the authority vested with the power to pass an order for
cancellation of registration, and such power is also not delegable.

The order dated 28.01.2023 is silent and does not rely on any
of the grounds stipulated in Rule 14 for invoking the power to cancel the
registration, In fact, in the notice also the respondent department has not
mentioned any of the reasons as contained in Rule 14 for initiating the

action against the petitioner association.

the petitioner association do not suffer due to the harsh and ex;acting
training schedule. It is relevant to mention here that the meeting
was callgd to discuss the difficuities faced by the members of the
petitioner association in discharging their functions so that a
decision in this regard could be taken by the higher authorities of

the State Government for review of the training schedule.

8. That on the basis of the representation filed by
the members of petitioner association before the Chief Secretary,
Bihar, in the presence of the delegation of the association, the Chief
Secretary requested the Director General, BIPARD to look into the
matter and take necessary action. As mentioned on its official

website, BIPARD is an apex Institute of Training and Research in




the field of public administration, rural development, disaster
management, panchayati raj, non-government organization, urban
development, land, water management and sanitation, among

others.

9. That immediately after one day of the
representation i.e., on 09.12.2022, the Director General of BIPARD
(Mr. K.K. Pathak) issued an unprecedented press release through
Assistant Director, BIPARD, Gaya, which is completely
unbecoming of the Director General, BIPARD. In the press note,
several unwarranted allegations and imputations were leveled,
which are factually incorrect and without any basis. Instead of
taking recourse to the power vested in him by virtue of holding the
post by way of initiating a proceeding against the erring officers, he
preferred making the issue public which is demonstrative of his bias
towards the petitioner association. Even the language resorted to
was unparliamentary and a mere reading of the press note speaks
volumes of the preconceived notion and prejudiced approach

towards the petitioner association.

part of this writ application.
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10. That it is relevant to mention at the outset that
the Director General of BIPARD and the post of Additional Chief
Secretary, the Prohibition Excise & Registration Department, Bihar
are held by the same person namely, Mr. K.K. Pathak, who has
orchestrated the proceedings and the consequent cancelation of the

registration of the petitioner association by order dated 28.01.2023.

I1. That it is submitted that even after the press
release, Mr. K.KK. Pathak did not deem it appropriate to desist from
resorting to more such measures. Another office order was issued
bearing no. 6135 dated 09.12.2022 by which a decision wasftaken
by him to prematurely discontinue the training program of the Bihar
Administrative Service Officers, with a direction to vaca’fre the
hostel, which is reflective of an erratic and biased approach of Mr.
K.K. Pathak towards the members of the petitioner association. It is
submitted that in the said order, no reason was assigned for the
premature termination of training program. It is relevant to mffe:ntion
here that the Director General of BIPARD is not the c01niaetent
authority to terminate the training schedule, without the prior
approval of the General Administration Department. Despite this, a

unilateral decision was taken by Mr. K.K. Pathak to terminate the

training program only of the officers of the Bihar Administrative
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Service who are the members of the petitioner association in whose
interest the petitioner association had raised the issue. Such a
decision of cancelling the training was to the exclusion of olfﬁcers
of any other service. ‘

That it is relevant to mention here that Rules

14, 15 and 16 of the Bihar Societies Registration Rules, 2018

(hereinafter referred to as the “Rules 2018”) deals with cancellation

of registration of a registered society, and the relevant rules are

being quoted hereunder below for proper appreciation of the matter:

“14. The IG Registration may cancel registration of any Society at

15,

any time jfor the following reasons :
(@)  Non-submission of Annual Report;
(b)  Nonpayment of penalty as proposed under Rule 15;

(c) For any misconduct on the part of the Society, for
which an enquiry has been conducted or caused to be
conducted by the IG, Registration.

(d)  Proven record for inactivity or non-existence.

(e) For any other reason to the satisfaction of the IG,
Registration.

The Inspector General of Registration may, in his discretion,
institute such inguiries or investigations in respect of any
matter as may, in his opinion, be necessary for the proper
working of the society including when there is a suspicion
that the society is engaging itself in activities which are
subversive to the objects of the society, or the office of any
registered society has ceased to be in the State of Bihar. Any
original documents or other papers called for from the
registered society shall be produced before the Inspector
General of Registration to enable him to examine the affairs
of the society or to enquire into any complaint received
against any society.
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Provided that before cancellation of the registration,
the IG shall give adequate opportunity to the Society to be
heard on the matter.

16.  In case the Inspector General of Registration is satisfied that
there is a prima facie case against a society for ifs
cancellation, he shall issue a show cause notice asking the
society to show cause within thirty days from the date of
issue of the notice why the registration of the society should
not be canceled. After consideration of the show cause and
on being satisfied that the charge is proved the Inspector
General of Registration shall, by order in writing, cancel the
registration of the society under Section 23.”

From a bare reading of the above-mentioned
rules, it is evident that there is a prerequisite condition for issuance
of a show cause notice. First, the Inspector General of Registration
or any such officer authorized by him is required to carry out an
inspection, enquiry or investigation after giving adequate
opportunity to the society to be heard on the matter. Only after
being fully satisfied that a prima facie case is made out for
cancellation of registration of the society, can a show cause notice

be issued.

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furnished by 10.01.2023. It was further apprised that the petitioner
association is a registered society under the Act and requested for
appropriate time in accordance with Rule 15 of Rules 2018 for
furnishing response and hearing in the matter, and finally requested
to grant time till 10.01.2023. Accordingly, a notice bearing memo
no. 68 dated 19.12.2022 was issued by the petitioner association for

conducting a meeting on 08.01.2023 at BASA Bhawan.

True copies of the memo no. 67
dated 19.12.2022 and memo no. 68
dated 19.12.2022 are annexed
herewith and marked as Annexure-9
& 9A, which form part of this writ

application.

16. That thereafter, another letter bearing memo no.
1154 dated 20.12.2022 was issued by the Under Secretary,
Prohibition Excise & Registration Department, Bihar. In the said
notice, it has been presumed that the petitioner association did not
conduct any meeting on 07.12.2022. The basis for such an
unfounded conclusion appears to be that the petitioner association
had sought time to conduct the meéting on 08.01.2023. It has also
been mentioned in this letter that the rules of the association require

that for conducting a meeting, at least two weeks’ notice is required
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to be given to the members, and at least 30 members should be
present at such meetings. On this basis, it has been concluded that
in violation of the bylaws, the representation has been made
illegally before the Government, which is also contrary to the Act
and Rules 2018. It is relevant to mention here that for the first time
the department relied upon the Rules 15 & 16 of the Rules 2018 and
allowed 30 days’ time for furnishing reply, as to why the
registration of the petitioner association should not be cancelled. It
is noteworthy to mention here that in the notice, the department has
relied upon rule 15 &16 of the 2018 Rules under which a
preliminary enquiry/ investigation has to be conducted and only
after being satisfied, a notice for cancellation can be issued.
Contrary to this, in the present case, there no such enquiriy was
conducted by the IG Registration or any officer authorized on his

behalf, Therefore, the notice itself is void ab-initio and without

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17. That it is stated that pursuant to the
communication between the parties, the petitioner association
convened a meeting of the Ceniral Executive Committee on
08.01.2023 which is reflected from memo no. 1 dated 08.01.2023.

Among others, the meeting dated 07.12.2022 was confirmed.

True copy of the memo no. 1 dated
08.01.2023 is annexed herewith and
marked as Annexure-11, which

form part of this writ application.

18. That it is stated that through memo no. 3 dated
19.01.2023, the petitioner no. 2 furnished a consolidated reply to
the show cause notice dated 10.12.2022 and 20.12.2022. In the said
reply, it has been recorded that Rule 14 of Rules 2018 stipulates the
circumstances under which the notice can be issued to any éociety
for cancellation of registration. It has been mentioned that the
petitioner association has not violated any of its rules and bylaws,
which could form a basis for cancellation of registration. Mere
submission of representation before the government for taking some
reformative measures cannot be construed as a violation of the
bylaws of the petitioner association. The issue discussed in the
meeting dated 07.12.2022 was in relation to the deteriorating health

of the Probationer Deputy Collector due to harsh training schedule,
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which had ultimately resulted into the death of one of the training
probationers. This conduct reeks of biasness of the department
towards the petitioner association at the behest of Mr. K.K. Pathak
who is holding the dual charge of Director General, BIPARD and

Additional Chief Secretary, Prohibition Excise & Registration

Department.
True copy of the memo no. 3 dated
19.01.2023 is annexed herewith and
marked as Annexure-12, which
form part of this writ application.

19. That in the aforementioned memo no. 3 dated

19.01.2023, the petitioner association furnished a detailed pointWise
response to the issues raised against it in the letters bearing no.
1134 dated 10.12.2022 and 1154 dated 20.12.2022. For brevity, the
entire response furnished is not being produced in fhe text of the

petition, and only relevant responses are being mentioned below:

The petitioner association clarified that a notice
had been issued prior to conducting the meeting on 07.12.2022 both
physically and on the WhatsApp group of the Central Executive
Committee. It was also mentioned that the bylaws of the association
are silent on the issuance of notice for such meetings, and provide

for notice only for general body meetings. Moreover, both the
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bylaws and the Rules 2018 are silent on the requirement of quorum
for conducting either a general body meeting or a Central Executive

Committee meeting.

Furthermore, the petitioner association also
relied on rule 7 of the bylaws, which deals with the management,
1.e., the Central Executive Committee. A perusal of the same would
indicate, that it is silent on the stipulated time period for a valid
notice. Therefore, the rules 3(a) to (¢) which deal with the
requirement of scheduling a general body meeting cannot be
conflated with the procedure for conducting a Central Executive

. Committee meeting.

In fact, even in response to the nitpicking
against the petitioner association, reflected from the question on
whether it has the ability to keep a close watch (paini nazar) on
incidents such as action taken against fertilizer/ seeds shops, the
petitioner association has raised a relevant issue of whether such a
decision by it can draw the disproportionate consequence of
cancellation. In any case, the petitioner association relied on its
aims and objectives as mentioned in the memorandum of

association to support its decision.

The deep-seated prejudice against the petitioner

association is reflected from the baseless conclusion that no
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meeting was conducted on 07.12.2022 as the petitioner association
had sought time for conducting the meeting on 08.01.2023. In fact,

such an allegation does not even warrant any response.

The petitioner association also clarified that
nowhere in the bylaws the requirement of providing two weeks’

notice, and presence of 30 members is stipulated.

20. That pursuant to the request of the petitioner
association for adequate hearing, a letter bearing no. 69 dated
21.01.2023 was issued under the signature of the Assistant
Inspector General, Prohibition Excise & Registration Department
scheduling 27.01.2023 as the date for hearing and for furnishing
certain documents. In this letter, reference was made to another
departmental letter bearing no. 67 dated 19.12.2022, which had not

been previously furnished to the petitioner association.

True copy of the letter bearing no.
69 dated 21.01.2023 is annexed
herewith and marked as Annexure-
13, which form part of this writ

application.

21. That on 27.01.2023, an advocate assigned by the

petitioner association appeared for the scheduled hearing. The
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A

advocate supplied memo no. 5 dated 24.01.2023 issued by the
petitioner association requesting for a copy of the departmental
letter bearing no. 67 dated 19.12.2022. In response to the request
the advocate was informed that the same would be sent via email
and it was informed that the next date of hearing will- be
communicated via email. However, no further discussion or any

hearing took place.

True copy of the memo no. 5 dated
24.01.2023 is annexed here_with and
marked as Annexure-14, which

form part of this writ application.

22. That surprisingly, contrary to the assurance of
scheduling a next date for hearing to be communicated via email,
the very next day i.e., on 28.01.2023, memo no. 76 was issued
under the signature of Assistant Inspector General, Prohibition
Excise & Registration Department cancelling the registration of the
petitioner association in complete violation of the governing rules
and on the dictates of the superior authority being the Additional
Chief Secretary, Prohibition Excise & Registration Department. In
doing so, it has been concluded that no adequate notice was given
for the meeting conducted on 07.12.2022, and since the bylaws are

silent on conducting an urgent meeting by the Central Executive
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Committee, the same could not have been conducted at all. It was
also concluded that the conduct of the members of the petitioner
association was not appropriate, and its functioning was not in
accordance with the Act and its bylaws. Further, while passing the
present order dated 28.01.2023 all rules and regulations in relation
to cancellation of registration of society have been bypassed. It is
ironic that while on one hand, it is being alleged against the
petitioner that no urgent meeting could have been called without
providing sufficient notice even though there is no such provision in
the bylaws, on the other hand the same respoﬁdent authority in
violation of settled principles has not afforded adequate notice and

opportunity to the petitioner before cancelling its registration.

True copy of the order bearing
memo no. 76 dated 28.01.2023
is annexed herewith and
marked as Annexure-15, which
form part of this writ

application.

23. That it is submitted that the order dated
28.01.2023 passed by the Assistant Inspector General, Prohibition
Excise & Registration Department is arbitrary, illegal, non-est and

without jurisdiction. The order has been passed on the dictates of




superior authority, Mr. K.K. Pathak, Additional Chief Secretary,
Prohibition Excise & Registration Department who is also the
Director General of BIPARD against which the petitioner
association resolved. to and, represented before the state
government. Being aggrieved against the said action, in order to
take revenge, the entire action was initiated at his behest through
the Prohibition Excise & Registration Department. Apart from that,
the order is also bad in law as well as on facts on the following

grounds:

(i)  The notice was issued in contemplation of Rules 14 & 15 of
the Rules 2018 for cancellation of registration of society. The
pre-requisite condition under Rules 15 & 16 is that before
issuance of show cause notice, an enquiry or investigation
has to be carried out by the Inspector General or any other
officer so authorized. Undisputedly, in the present case, the
Inspector General has carried out no enquiry whatsoever
either himself or through any other officer. Thus, there is no
satisfaction recorded at the level of the officer before the
issuance of the show cause notice.

(i) In terms of Rule 16 also, the Inspector General has to record
reason for satisfaction that there is a prima facie case against

the society for its cancellation. Here, there is no such record
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of any reason or satisfaction that a prima facie case has been
made out against the petitioner association. Thus, the entire
action is vitiated on account of non-compliance with the
mandate prescribed under the Rules. It is a well-settled
principle that where the manner of doing a particular act is
prescribed under statute, the act must be done in that manner
or not at all. Here, the Inspector General without following
the rules and on the dictates imposed by him on his sub-
ordinate has compelled the passing of the order against the
petitioner association for cancellation of its license.

The order is also bad in law as it has been passed by the
Assistant Inspector General whoﬁ is not the competent
authority under Rules 14 & 15 of the Rules 2018. As per
Rules 14 & 15, the Inspector General is the authority vested
with the power to pass an order for cancellation of
registration, and such power is also not delegable.

The order dated 28.01.2023 is silent and does not rely on any
of the grounds stipulated in Rule 14 for invoking the power to
cancel the registration. In fact, in the notice also the
respondent department has not mentioned any of the reasons
as contained in Rule 14 for initiating the action against the

petitioner association.
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Even in terms of Rule 15, before cancellation an opportunity
has to be afforded to the association for presenting its case,
which has not been done in the present case. In fact, the
impugned order records the fact that time had been sought on
27.01.2023 for hearing, which has not been granted, and
accordingly, any opportunity afforded can only be considered
as an empty formality.

In the order dated 28.01.2023, a false finding has been
recorded by the Assistant Inspector General that the
petitioner association exercised the opportunity of personal
hearing through its advocate on 27.01.2023, and in doing so
the purported arguments of the advocate have been
mentioned in the impugned order. However, no such hearing
had taken place on 27.01.2023 and no such discussion took
place with the advocate who had merely furnished the memo
dated 24.01.2023, and had sought for time for the hearing. In
fact, the very statement recorded in Para 2 internal page 4 of
the order that the advocate had sought for additional time,
bolsters the submission of the petitioner that no hearing took
place took place on 27.01.2023. Therefore, in violation of the

principle of natural justice behind the back of the petitioner
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association, and on the behest of Mr. K.K. Pathak, the order
was passed.

The order dated 28.01.2023 is a mechanical order and has
been passed without applying the mind. The order has been
passed in haste only to appease the powers that be.

In the entire order, there is no proper consideration of the
show cause furnished by the petitioner association, and
therefore, any opportunity to respond to the allegations has
been mere eyewash and an empty formality. In fact, while
passing the order the show cause was not taken into
consideration and in utter violation and disregard of 2018
Rules, the present order has been passed.

The malice is also writ large in the proceedings as reflected
from the notices issued on 10.12.2022, 21.01.2023 and order
dated 28.01.2023, which have been issued on public holidays
under a hatched conspiracy with Mr. K.K. Pathak along with

the senior officers of the department.

That apart from the abovementioned grounds,

the Assistant Inspector General has exceeded its jurisdiction vested

with him by issuing a direction for stopping all the activities of the

petitioner association with immediate effect. It is submitted that

neither is such power vested with the Prohibition Excise &
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Registration Department, nor the rules permit passing of such
orders. Such a direction is an attempt to gag the fundamental rights

of the petitioner association to express itself.

25. That it is submitted that in the order dated
28.01.2023 the Assistant Inspector General has armrived to a
conclusion that the meeting was not held on 07.12.2022, and no
adequate notice was served upon the members of the Central
Executive Committee. It is submiited that as per the bylaws there is
no stipulation of notice period, thus, any finding recorded by the
authorities in respect to the notice period is non-existent and
baseless. Thus, the objection and any finding to the contrary has no

bearing for holding any ground for cancellation of registration.

26. That the conclusion in the impugned order that
if the bylaws do not stipulate any urgent meeting for the Central
Executive Committee, the same could not have been called at all is
misplaced. This is so as such an interpretation would cripple the
functioning of the petitioner association where it could not take
cognizance of any urgent matter in consonance with its aims and
objectives. Such an interpretation would also be construed as red

tapism.

27. That it is submitted that while passing the order,

it has been recorded that the proceeding of the meeting dated
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08.01.2023 was not made available to the Assistant Inspector
General. It is relevant to mention here that the concerned advocate
was in possession of the proceedings of meeting dated 08.01.2023
but due to non-hearing the document could not be made available to
the Assistant ‘Inspector General, and if the hearing had taken place,
the same would have been supplied. No advantage or disadvantage
has accrued to the petitioner association in non-supplying of the

documents.

28. That it is stated that previously also many
associations have decided in their meetings to raise issues or make
representations before the Government but no such occasion, any
such drastic and vindictive consequence has followed. In this
regard, an example of IAS Officer Association took a resolution to
raise issue in its meeting dated 26.02.2017 before the Chief
Secretary and the Hon’ble Chief Minister regarding the immediate
release of the IAS Officer and with a demand that the case be
transferred forthwith to the CBI This conduct shows that the IAS
association does not have faith on the investigation of Bihar Police
but in the present case, no such action was initiated by the
respondent department. In fact, since time immemorial,
organizations and associations have rajsed concerns and issues to

strengthen their respective fields, which is symbolic of a thriving
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democracy, and any attempt to unfairly cripple this can only be

considered despotic.

True copy of the resolution dated
26.02.2017 is annexed herewith and
marked as Annexure-16, which

form part of this writ application.

29. That it is relevant to mention here that although
as per the Rule 22 of the Rules 2018, an appeal has to be filed
before the Member Board of Revenue against the order of the IG
Registration. It is submitted that since the order is passed by the
Assistant Inspector Generai against which there is no provision for
appeal is prescribed under the Rules. Apart from that the other two
directions in the order for staying the activities of the petitioner
association forthwith and a direction upon the District Magistrate,
Patna to prepare an inventory of the assets of the petitioner
association within 15 days, against which no other remedy is
available except to invoke the extra ordinary jurisdiction of this
Hon’ble Court under Article 226 of the Constitution of India.
Therefore, accordingly the present writ application is being filed

against the order dated 28.01.2023

30. That the vengeance on part of Mr. K.K. Pathak

is also evident from another direction upon the District Magistrate,
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Patna to make an inventory of assets of the petitioner association
within 15 days so that appropriate decision may be taken. Nowhere
the rules permit the authorities to issue direction beyond the powers
vested upon them. It cannot be disputed that the Assistant Inspector

General has travelled beyond the vested powers.

31. That the action of the respondents is illegal,
without jurisdiction, arbitrary and hence, violative of Article 14 &
19 (1)(a) of the Constitution of India, making it amenable to writ

jurisdiction of this Hon’ble Court.

32. That in the facts and circumstances of the case
the petitioner has got no other equally efficacious remedy other

than to move before this Hon'ble Court in its writ jurisdiction.

33. That the petitioner has not moved earlier on any earlier
occasion before this Hon’ble Court seeking the relief as has been

sought for in the present writ application.

It is, therefore, prayed that your
Lordships may graciously be pleased to
admit this application, issue rule Nisi
calling upon the respondents to show
cause as to why the relief prayed for by

the petitioner in paragraph | of the writ
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petition be not granted to him and after
return of the rule and hearing the parties,
your Lordships may further be pleased to
make the rule absolute, and/or may pass
such other order or orders as your
Lordships may deem fit and proper.
And/Or

During the pendency of the writ
application, the respondents be restrained

from giving effect to the order dated
28.01.2023.

And/or

During the pendency of the writ
application, the respondent District
Magistrate, Patna to not proceed with
taking over the assets of the association
within 15 days after preparation of the
inventory of the assets as directed by
order bearing memo no. 76 dated

28.01.2023.

And/or
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May Pass such other order/orders as your
Lordship deem fit and proper in the facts

and circumstances of this case.

No. B$-100104/2013-874. - In exercise of the powers conferred upan by section 24 of the Socielies
Registration Act, 1860 (Act 21 of 1860), the Government of Bihar, hereby makes the following rules, namely: -

Parti

General

1. Short title (extent and commencement). - (i) These Rules may be called for Bihar Societies Registration
Ruies, 2018.

(i) 1t shall extend to whole state of Bihar.
(i) It shall come in to force at once.
2. Definition. - In these Rules unless the context otherwise requires.-

{i) "Act” means Societies Registration Act, 1860;
(i) "Section" means Section of the Act;

(i) "IG Registration” means Inspector General of Registration as appointed under indian Registration Act,
1908;

(iv) “Form™ means - Forms appended to this Rules;
{v) BISCORE means Bihar Society for Computerization of Registration Offices;
(vi) DISCORE means District Society for Computerization of Registration Offices;

(vii) "Online Proforma” means "Online Proforma” as indicated at Form A.

Part Il

Application for Registration

3. Application for registration of the Society. - (i) An Application for registration of a Soch_aty under Section 3
shall necessarily be filed Online in the software system so maintained by the 1G of Registration. The IG
Registration shall be competent to decide the proforma for Online Application.

(i) No application sent by post or handed over personally or through e-mail shall be entertained.
(fii) It shall be compulsory to fill all the entries as given in the online proforma for all applications to be filed
online.

4, Any application to be filed Online must include a copy of the Memorandum of Association referred to in
section 2 of the act, copy of Rules and Regulations of the Society, copy of the proceeding of the General Body
Meeting passing the resolution for registration of the society and such other documents as may be stipulated by
the IG, Registration in the Online Proforma.

8. On receipt of confirmation of the application having been successfully filled to the G, Registration, the IG,
Registration shall examine or caused to be examined such documents submitted in online proforma. and if they
are found to be defective or incomplete in any of the particulars required to be given therein or in any way not in
accordance with the provisions of the Act or the Rules, the same shall be returned to the appllcant for removal
of defects and until the defects are removed the documents shali not be registered.

9. The IG, Registration, if satisfied shall certify under his hand that the Society is duly registered under the Act.
Such certificate shall be issued in Form-B.

Part IV

Responsibility of the Society

10. (i) The Society so registered shall at the end of each financial year, submit the Annual Report under the
Online mechanism so developed by the 1G, Registration. The Annual Report shall consist of details of the
activities of the Scciety. It shall also include an Audit Report duly certified by a Chartered Accountant.

{ii) The society shall also send an intimation to the |G Registration regarding receipt and utilization of
foreign contribution, if any, for each financial year.

11, Every Soclety shall also furnish, at the end of each financial year details of the employees working in the
Society as per Form-C.

12, The Annual Report and the Form-C for the financial year ending on 31st March must be uploaded by the
Society in the Online System before 31st May of that year.

13. Ifthe Society fails to upload the details to the satisfaction of the 1G, the IG shall be competent to levy a fine

for non-submission or incomplete subrnission, which shall not be less than Rs. 5,000/- and which may extend
upto Rs. 10,000/-.

Cancellation of Registration of any society

14, The IG Registration may cancel registration of any Society at any time for the following reasons: -
{a) Non-submission of Annual Report;

{b) Non payment of penalty as p'}oposed under Rule 15;

{c) For any misconduct on the part of the Society, for which an enquiry has been conducted or caused to
be conducted by the |G, Registration;

{d} Proven record for inactivity or non-existence;

(e} For any cther reason to the satisfaction of the IG, Registration.

—15. The'InspectorGeneral ofRegastratmn_ﬂ_a_l;gg his discretion; institute such inquiries or investigations-In -
respect of any matter as may, in his opinion, be necessary for the proper working of the society including when
there is a suspicion that the society is engaging itself in activities which are subversive to the objects of the
society or the office of any registered society has ceased to be in the State of Bihar. Any original documents or
other papers called for from the registered society shall be produced before the Inspector-Generai of
Registration or any officer authorised by the Inspector General of Registration to enable him to examine the
affairs of the society or to enquire into any complaint received agamst any scciety.

Provided that before cancellation of the registration, the 1G shall give adequate opportunity to the Society to be
heard on the matter.

18. In case the Inspector-General of Registration is satisfied that there is a prima facie case against a society
for its cancellation, he shall issue a show-cause notice asking the society to showcause within thirty days from
the date of issue of the notice why the registration of the soclety should not be cancelled. After consideration of
the show-cause and on being satisfied that the charge is proved the Inspecior General of Registration shall, by
order in writing, cancel the regisiration of the society under Section 23.

(i} If a person is unable to obtain a certified copy, he can download the web copy of the concemed
document from the Depariment's authorized website and present the same by attaching a Non- Judlclal
Stamp of Rs. 500/- per document.

Part Vil

Disputes relating to Sociefies

18. If a dispute arises out of the existence of two rival Governing and / or executive bodies for being a rightful
Managing body of the Society, then, the IG may :-
{i) Ask the District Magistrate to enquire himself or through cne of his subordinate officers and submit a
report, and / or

(it} Invite all the rival bodies and hear the matter in person, and / or

(iiiy Cause re-election of the Governing and / or Executive Body to be done in the presence of an Observer
appointed by the 1G, Registration.

Based on the findings from aforementioned steps, the I1G shall pass suitable Order adjudicating the matter.

19. Where a complaint regarding acts of commission and omission against the Society or any of its Member is
received, the IG, Registration may enquire the malter himself or through such authority as he may deem fit and
cause report to be submitted. Consequent upon such a report is being filed before |G, Registration, he may
pass a suitable order after giving due opportunity of hearing to all the parties concerned.

Part Vil

Miscellaneous.

20. Amendment In Memorandum of Association and bye-laws. - (i) Any Society desirous of making
amendments or changes in its Memorandum of Association or bye-laws / Regulations including the change in
the members of the Governing Body and / or Executive Body submit it to the 1G, Registration with the request
to register the said amendments and issue a certificate to this effect.




(i) The |G Registration shall, upon receiving the request, conduct hearing and invite objections from public
at large by issuing general notice in newspapers at the expense of the society.

(iii) After 30 days of publication of the notice in the newspapers, if no objection is received, the 1G shall
proceed to register the changes / amendments as requested at the expense of the Society.

{iv) In case any objections are received or if the |G has reasons to believe that the matter needs further

enquiry, he may sesk a report from__ihg_ r_:c_a_n__c_emed_ I:_J_isEri_ct Magi_strate andl_qr pr__q_c_;_ged _t9_ __ht_aar__jc:he matter
“and pass such orders as he may deem fit.
21. Audit, - The IG, Registration may cause an Audit be done of any Society through such Chartered
Accountants or the Government Auditors as he may decide, The cost of such audit shall be borne by the
Society concerned or the BISCORE or DISCORE as the IG, while passing an order, may direct.
22. Review and Appeal. - (i) The G Registration shall be competent to review any of his orders passed under
these Rules provided new facts and information is brought to his notice.

(i) All orders passed by the 1G Registration under these rules shall be appealable before the Member,
Board of Revenug, whose decision shall be final.

23. Repeal and Savings. - (i) The Bihar Society Registration Rules, 1965 & 2015, are hereby repealed;

(i) Not withstanding such repeal, any thing done or any action taken under the said Rules shall be deemed
to have been done or taken under these rules as if it in forced on such day on which such thing was
done or such action was taken.

Branch on 24.02.2017

The Association is aware of the sequence of events leading to the late-night arrest of Mr. Sudhir
Kumar IAS, Chairman, Bihar Staff Selection Commission. The Association is deeply anguished and -
angered by the manner in which the SIT has arrested the officer.

Mr. Sudhir Kumar is one of the finest officers of the Cadre and the Association stands by the
credentials of the officer and there is no reason for the Association to believe that any mens rea
could be assigned to Mr. Kumar. Mr. Kumar has all along been cooperating with the Investigation
and therefore the arrest is absolutely unwarranted.

It is in public domain that Shri. Sudhir Kumar has held many sensitive posts with a fair and firm
hand. It is well known that his independent actions in sensitive departments have resulted in nailing
the corrupt, thereby antagonizing many power centers

There are many unanswered questions and gaping holes in the theories propounded against Mr.
Kumar. It is universally known, and has been reported in several newspapers too, that Mr. Kumar
was amested from Hazaribagh on 23.2.2017 late night, whereas the memo of arrest shows
veterinary college campus as the place of arrest on 24.2.2017. Further, the forwarding memo
merely relies on conjectures, confessions and surmises without delving into the specifics. The
memo only relies on "prabal sambhavana" in the event of verification of mobile records towards
establishing the guilt. The Association has reports that the relatives of Mr. Kumar and other officials
have been illegally detained beyond the statutory permissible limit and tortured to extract
confessional statements.

The late night arrest of Mr. Kumar and 29 arrests till now stand in direct contrast o the nil arrests
made in the infamous sex racket case that came to light recently and the Sabour Agriculture
University case. Furthermore, it's worth remembering that no arrest was made in other high profile
cases of recent vintage. This further corroborates the fear of cherry picking and selective targeting.

The Association, therefore, demands in the interest of independent inquiry, equity, justice and fair
play that this BSSC case be transferred forthwith to the CBI The CBI will be in a better position to
independently establish the links beyond the officials as repeated reports have suggested
interference and/or patronage of persons with clout

it is resolved that a delegation of the Association shall visit Mr. Kumar to express solidarity with him
in this hour of crisis.

The Association also resolves to seek justice in the matter of Dr. Jitendra Gupta, IAS, (2014) by
submitting a reminder to the Honourable Chief Minister. In light of repeated and blatant assaults on
officers known for their independent decision making, the Association reiterates the demand for all
the safeguards sought in its Memorandum dated 20,7.2016 submitted to His Excellency The
Governor and the Honourable Chief Minister in Dr. Jitendra Gupta's case. It is worthwhile to
remember that the Memorandum had sought adequate safeguards for officials before any criminal
action is sought to be initiated against them, a judicial inquiry into the entry mafia operations, online
entries of Station Diary among other demands.

The Association demands that as an adequate safeguard for the officials to work in fairmess
whenever an officer of the rank of SDM or above are under scanner, the enquiry investigation team
should be headed by a civil officer in the rank of Super Time and above.
